A very versatile group of about fifty authors, either representing a publisher 
or having self-published a work of literature, will be present at the event, 
with their books available for purchase. The publishing houses Otava and 
WSOY will present their new publications, biographies of actor Seela Sella 
and poet Eeva Kilpi respectively. Several theater groups and organizations 
for children and teens will also be introducing their work and activities. 

Discussions about books, literature, and plays will take place in the library’s 
Salonki area. Literary professional Anna-Riikka Carlson will give a talk on 
the relationship between printed and audio books, and theater and dance 
critic Maria Säkö will speak about the work of the publisher Theatre’s New 
Base Library. The day’s itinerary will also include the announcement of 
a new poetry competition, a live open mic portion for audience members, 
and lots more! Kantele musician Zipora Ogola will end the festival on 
a ringing magical note.

Other activities (also some in English) included in the day are presentations 
by theater actors, a reading corner for children, various intriguing workshops 
for all ages, and author Johanna Venho’s live clinic for text feedback.

Association read their own work out loud.
